Definition of SES: Free tutoring under the Supplemental Educational Services (SES) program is a great
opportunity for your student in school at no cost to you. This free tutoring helps your student improve
his/her academic achievement (TAKS scores). The tutoring must be provided outside of the regular
school day and be high-quality, research-based, and specifically designed to improve student academic
achievement.
